Position Overview: The Case Manager position is to screen and assess newly arrived refugees and connect them with a
range of resources to help in their life long successful settlement in Canada. The Case Manager is responsible for performing
triage assessment with newly arrived refugees, may also be involved in crisis counselling and with group facilitation.
Knowledge and experience related to Trauma, War Trauma, Trauma-informed Care, PSTD, Group facilitation, and working
across culture is required.

Duties include:

Conduct eligibility assessments within Resilia criteria

Develop case plans for clients to manage and identify risk factors and produce initial case management triage
reports.

Facilitate assessments in line with Resilia’s protocols and established best practices.

Assist and/or accompany clients in referrals to appropriate agencies.

Refer clients to Resilia clinicians for crisis counselling as needed.

May include working some evenings and/or weekends.

Qualifications and skills needed:

Degree in Social Work, Community Development or related discipline. If you are a Social Worker, you must be registered
with the Manitoba College of Social Workers. An equivalent combination of education and work experience may be
considered.

Two (2) years working cross-culturally with diverse immigrant and refugee communities.

Two (2) years of demonstrated experience in case management.

Demonstrated understanding and knowledge of the impact of Trauma, War Trauma, and psychological trauma (PTSD)
within the newcomer communities.

Demonstrated understanding of working across culture.

Strong organizational and communication skills (both written and verbal)

Demonstrated experience working with immigrants, refugees and interpreters.

Demonstrated knowledge and experience of refugee process, experiences and supports.

Fluency in languages relevant to our client populations is considered an asset.

Demonstrated proficiency in Microsoft Office (Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Outlook), CARMIS and other client databases.
Demonstrated ability to establish and maintain strong working relationships with others.

Demonstrated ability to effectively manage multiple priorities and meet deadlines.

Demonstrated ability in taking initiative and working well under limited supervision and remain calm and composed during
stressful/emotionally charged situations.
